In Memory of William L (Bill) Haines 

1946 - 2021 

QPEE has lost a long time Volunteer and Member.   
 

Bill served his country in the United States Navy. He 
spent over three years of his military career aboard the 

Hardhead submarine, the SS-365. He embraced his

Unauthorized Assistance – ANY intervention by a third party, whether solicited or not, is 
considered unauthorized assistance and is a ground for elimination.  Please 
don’t talk to, point, or in any way assist a rider. 

Upon arrival, each horse will be given a number.  This number must be worn at 
all times when the horse is being ridden or exercised. 

All riders must wear approved head gear when mounted. 

All dogs must be on a leash or tied at all times.  Loose dogs can and will be re-
moved from the property and the Park Rangers will be writing Tickets. 

Riders are cautioned to stay on the trail while travelling to the Cross Country 
Venue.  Any horses seen on the Cross Country Course will be penalized. 

All parking must be within designated areas only. 

Motorized vehicles are not allowed in the park. Shuttles are available at the 
Secretary’s  Tent. 

Camping is not allowed in Queeny Park. 

Don’t forget your Bridle Number and Pinny before 
heading  to Cross Country and Stadium. 

Plan on a a 20 - 30 minute hack from the barn to 
XC ; use it as part of your warm-up time!

A memorial cross country jump is dedicated to his memory at Queeny Park. 

Dave and his wife Bev have been long time 
supporters and competitors at Queeny Park 
Horse Trials. 

Dave Sloop was a skilled electrical engineer.  
He earned a PhD in physics from Washing-
ton University with a thesis on an electron 
spin resonance (ESR) study of the photoex-
cited triplet state of pentacene. His project 
was directed by Sam Weissman. Dave’s fas-
cination with ESR never waned, and he re-
mained a life member of our the world-class 
ESR research group at Washington Universi-
ty.   His products varied from safety devices 
in coal-mining to a mattress, fitted out with a 
grid of pressure sensors and controllers that 
kept the local pressure below the threshold 
value that could cause bed sores to develop 
in chronically ill patients. Dave Sloop was 
one of a kind.
